Articles should be no longer than 6,000 words including notes and works cited. Articles and reviews should be processed on a PC compatible computer, preferably Word for Windows XP. It is recommended that material should be typed in 1.5-space, Times New Roman 12-point font size. 

Contributors should provide a fifty-word summary of their submitted article together with a brief bio-bibliographical note including name, university affiliation, e-mail and postal addresses and fax number.
